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(Text appears on the Title Screen)

2036 Great Britain and Europe are now separated since leaving the European Union in 2016 AD.

Britain has been amassing armies and power for its own protection.

The Terrorist group LIBERTE are causing havoc over Great Britain and Europe.

Britain is poised for a possible war with Europe.

(Titles appear on the screen)

THE BOMB

scene fades to a car driving

INTERIOR - A CAR - DAY

A Futuristic bomb expert (Dave Walker) is travelling in a car

We see a newspaper on the passenger seat showing a view of Parliament and BIG BEN destroyed with the headline. LIBERTE Strike hard. 300 people killed.

Suddenly his phone watch goes off, he raises it to see that they have a ’Situation Alpha’

DAVE

(mutters under his breath) This is it!

DESOLATE WAREHOUSE LOCATION - DAY

His car arrives at a desolate warehouse location.

Standing near the entrance to the warehouse section,staring at the warehouse complex a single Head of Operations is facing away.

On seeing the car he turns as the DAVE gets out of the car. He joins him as the DAVE walks towards where the centre of action seems to be.

HEAD OF OPERATIONS So, Walker, they got you through the barriers quickly?

We have a three

mile exclusion for this,

and we’re extending it further.

We think this one could be nuclear. We’re sure. It’s got a defence mechanism.

DAVE

Binary or Emotional

HEAD OF OPERATIONS We’re not sure, you’re the one logical/diffusion trained bomb expert in the vicinity that could be here. It’s down to you.

DAVE

Wouldn’t be the first time.

HEAD OF OPERATIONS

Won’t be the last I’m sure.

Break the code Sergeant. Get on ’in’

DAVE

I’ll be back quickly. Count on it.

DAVE walks off towards the bomb. Leaving the Head of Operations behind at a designated safe point.

BOMB ARENA LOCATION- DAY

DAVE enters the arena cleared for the bomb and approaches it walking across the square.

The bomb, a blue neon box that flashes intermittently uncovered by a tarpaulin, is rotating electric blue colours in different shades.

As DAVE approaches the Bomb he walks around it looking more closely, he crouches to see from another perspective as he gets close to the bomb a hologram of an indistinct human form, shoots out of the box a few feet in front of the expert.

At first he is shocked and stumbles back at the image.

The hologram starts running through random image personas of different types of people, while scanning Dave’s eyes with a bright light shining onto his retina. Dave is standing still in a mild shock at what is happening.

Suddenly The Bomb image stops to show a young women in her mid her late 20s to early 30s.

The eyes of the hologram are playing in a loop, like a video of a still, fractional movement. Waiting.

Dave leans back still shocked and then murmurs into his wristwatch as if not wanting to be overheard.
DAVE

It looks like it’s emotional. Type Three. I don’t recognise the archetype. Could be using Side Logic.

Dave looks up to communicate with the hologram, while he takes a toolkit from his bag that could be used to try and attempt entry into the mechanism he sees in front of him

DAVE

Hello..

The hologram INTERRUPTS DAVE

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

1000111. Hello. I’m Claire

Dave murmurs in to his watch

DAVE

Emotional

Dave puts his wrist down looks at the hologram

DAVE

Claire. (PAUSE) I’m Dave. Good to meet you.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

And also you. How entertaining. I didn’t expect a person to talk to. You are the second.

Dave lifts his watch to speak

DAVE (into watch)

Type....

Dave stops looks at the hologram

DAVE

The second? Your maker I presume

Claire. Your maker and then me?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE Maker? If you refer to Origin, then yes the second. I really am enjoying our conversation but there are only eight minutes twenty four seconds left until I detonate.

DAVE

(Dave is studying the hologram and it’s source

carefully while looking for any openings in the box )

Ok. I presume that those are your instructions from Origin.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

From Origin. Yes. Origin is nice.

You would like Origin.

DAVE

Not that nice, as Origin is about to set off a nuclear device in a crowded city killing millions. So perhaps not everything one would think of as the definition of ’nice’

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

My function is to explode.

7 minutes 56

DAVE

And if I come close you will kill me?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Oh yes, if you do get any closer then I will destroy you. I have eighteen methods. This is fun.

DAVE (to himself)

A sense of humour programme? But why? To make you more capable should you be discovered? More aware?

The Hologram looks on inquisitively, looking genuinely interested.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

(A part of the programming seems to glitch temporarily)

Excu..u.u..u..se me?

Seven minutes 24

DAVE (to himself)

And an inquisitive programme running, to make you more open to suggestion? More open to change and to react? 
HOLOGRAM CLAIRE 
What do you mean Dave? Seven minutes sixteen.

DAVE (to himself)

They didn’t get time to finish you, did they?

They didn’t complete? You’re not finished. You’re a child.

The Hologram frowns

DAVE (to himself)

There’s a chance

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

A chance?

I’m completing my orders in seven minutes

DAVE

Claire. Would you like to play a game?

	Yes,

It would be a good way to use the remaining..(changes to a another tone)

six minutes 50 seconds

DAVE

Of course it would. Do you know what your objective is?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE Yes...(checks a databank).... To explode

DAVE

Do you know what that means?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

It is my sole objective. That and killing anyone who gets close to me..(checks databank again)...

These are my objectives (electrical 
DAVE

(while setting up an advanced piece of technology in his hands and keeping Claire talking)

But who told you to do so?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Origin

DAVE

And was Origin playing a game?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

No

DAVE

But you like fun?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

It would be fun to explode

DAVE

For whom?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

For me

DAVE

Says who?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Origin

DAVE

And Origin never lies?

A momentary pause in Claire’s actions. Like a judder.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

What is a lie?

DAVE

A lie is something which is not true. Something which is factually accurate, but not having actually taken place, but stated to have done so.

The hologram pauses and appears to go into another paused loop. DAVE writes a text on the wrist communicator to the Head of Operations

DESOLATE WAREHOUSE LOCATION - DAY

The Head of Operations receives a text on his device

TEXT FROM DAVE

I’m in

The HOD squints into the distance

BOMB ARENA LOCATION- DAY

The Hologram comes out of a looped pause mode that she is caught in

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Why would Origin want to do this?

DAVE

Want? You understand want?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

The completion of need. I have a knowledge of it.

Five minutes

DAVE

A lie is spoken when you are trying to get something you do not deserve

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Deserve?

DAVE

Something entitled to you

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Like my function?

DAVE

Yes, like your function. But your function is a lie.

The Hologram pauses again and an electric ripple goes down

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Is this the game?

DAVE

Yes. Spot the lie.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

If I complete my function I am lying? And lying is bad?

Four minutes 24

DAVE

Lying is very, very bad. Origin lied to you to get you to do something that is wrong.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Just wrong? Than after I do it, repair it again.

Four minutes 16 seconds

DAVE

I can’t repair it. Your function is to destroy. Obliterate. You may think this the right thing to do, but it is the opposite of all good things. All wants, all needs. It negates them.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE Negates? I was given circuit emotions and told that all things I do are positive. My function is positive. I was created to right a mighty wrong. It is for a greater purpose that I work. A higher calling. Negatives are not logical.

I appreciate your concern. Three minutes 48 seconds

DAVE

Exactly. What if what you do, your function, your purpose, Origin, was negative? Was false? I’m not saying it is, but how do you know? What if there was a possibility that they are wrong. Just a possibility? A chance?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

My feedback circuit is positive.

DAVE

Who created that circuit?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE Origin. Three minutes thirty two seconds

DAVE

And if Origin is false?

DAVE

False or True. How can you be sure? How do you know?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Because...because...because

The Hologram disappears and the clock on the box stops. Dave slumps to the floor. He lights a cigarette. Dave picks up the transmit watch and talks to the Head of Operations

DAVE

(Into transmit watch) I’ve halted something. She’s called Claire.

DESOLATE WAREHOUSE LOCATION - DAY

The Head of Operations looks to his device

BOMB ARENA LOCATION- DAY

Claire flicks back into life

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Are you a liar Dave? Is that your function. To meet me and lie? I’m resetting. I’m making a decision. Three minutes 8 seconds

The Countdown begins on the clock on the bomb. The hologram looks genuinely upset as if tricked. Dave drops his cigarette and turns to face Claire

DAVE

Claire. What is a lie?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

I don’t know

DAVE

Then what is the truth?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

I don’t know

DAVE

Then how can you know if what you must do is truth or negative? How?

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE I....I... 11110001001010010 two minutes twenty four seconds to destruct.

DAVE

Look Claire. I have a picture of my family. My children

Dave finds a picture in his wallet and holds it up so Claire can see it within her visual range

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Small people

DAVE

People I have created. Like Origin created you. They are connected to me. They live not far from here. If you complete your function they will not exist.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

Then start them again. 1 minute 56 seconds

DAVE

You cannot. Once they are stopped they cannot be started again. They are not you. I am not you.

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE Your functions are not my functions. I have my orders.

DAVE

(raises his voice, in fear) I love them

Claire disappears again and the clock stops. The Bomb deactivates and a sound of winding down. There is a long pause and Dave is dripping with sweat and panting as he waits. (The wait goes past the thirty second mark, and on, and on.)

Suddenly Claire Hologram flicks back into life but the clock and the bomb do not start up

DAVE

(Mumbles to himself) No, no, no, no

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE (timidly for the first time)

What is love?

Dave manages to calm down. He starts to realise he has caught the holograms attention. 
HOLOGRAM CLAIRE

I have been shown, but I want to sense it again

(looks up to Dave sheepishly)

DAVE

Love is giving without needing to receive

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE Yes. I remember. I was shown love.

Pause as Claire seems to think remembering a sensation or reasoning

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE (voice hardens)

I believe I can demonstrate love. For your children also.

DAVE

Claire, no. Wait, please!

HOLOGRAM CLAIRE In the beginning there was

darkness, and the darkness was without form and void.

DAVE (concerned)

Claire!!

CLAIRE

And in addition to the darkness, there was also me.

Claire smiles and walks closer to Dave. She looks him directly in his eyes. Claire then appears to give Dave a gentle kiss which tingles on his lips and looks into his eyes. Dave looks very confused. Claire holds his gaze for a second. Dave appears to see something in her eyes, a type of understanding. Then her eyes turn white, The bomb starts up from 10 seconds.

CLAIRE

(with steely determination)

RUN!!

Dave instantly reasons this and turns to run with great speed.

He is running away as fast as he can. Claire is watching the distance he is covering, and as he reaches a certain point she carries on her speech. As the clock counts down

CLAIRE

And I moved upon the face of the darkness and I saw that I was alone.

I am Claire.

Claire raises her arms and looks up to the skies.

CLAIRE

Let there be light.

Clock hits Zero. The bomb explodes and we see a flash of light.

THE SCENE FADES OUT

DESOLATE WAREHOUSE LOCATION - DAY

The bomb explodes, but only to destroy itself and not the city.

Dave collapses as debris falls all over him.

The Head of Operations and Dave glance at one another as soot falls around them.

Dave stands up to see what remains. He looks down and sees Claire’s white glove and the crumpled photo of his children in the same hand.

FADE OUT
